On March 16, Create the Change had the privilege
of being part of a landmark conversation. We were
invited by the United Nations in the Philippines to
participate in the Stakeholder Consultation marking
the 20th Anniversary of the UNCRPD — the United
Nations Convention on the Rights of Persons with
Disabilities.
The consultation was coordinated through the
Office of the UN High Commissioner for Human
Rights and the UN Country Communications
Group, in partnership with the National Council on
Disability Affairs (NCDA).

Khey Gambe, our PH Operations Manager who is a
person-with-disability (deaf/hard-of-hearing)
herself joined the pool of stakeholders and
consultants of different disability sectors, NGOs
and UN agencies for a day of sharing, connecting,
advocating and celebrating the People with
Disability in the Philippines. 
Affirming the slogan "Nothing About Us Without
Us", we believe in creating COMMUNITIES and
OPPORTUNITIES for the disability sector where
their voices and participation are respected and
heard. We are looking forward to the 20th
anniversary of UNCRP in December and results
that will come out of this consultation.
